Description of easiest way back to base:
· go back along Mountain Creek Road and Doctors Flat Road (the same way the rider came)

Remarks: 	
· Since the Brookvale committee only stages short distance rides this year, a lot of inexperienced riders are likely participating. If such riders get into trouble with their horses, they usually do so at the start of the ride. Therefore, good communication to the ride base and with the next checkpoint is very important here to call for help when needed.

· Marshals need to stay at this checkpoint until all riders have reached the next checkpoint (CP 5 for 10 km riders, about 6 km further; CP 2 for all other riders, about 6.6 km further) so that a rider who may have to turn back at some point between the two checkpoints will not find an abandoned checkpoint.

· The finish time will depend on how many riders will attempt the 50 km ride which will consist of two legs (40 km and 10 km loops). Therefore, these riders will come through this checkpoint twice. If only riders with experienced horses attempt this distance, the closing time should be much shorter than specified.

· record all rider numbers and times of arrival and keep tally
· notify ride base every 15-20 minutes of riders gone through and after last rider 
· contact ride base in case of emergency or rider withdrawal
· leave checkpoint  once all riders have gone through and arrived at their respective next checkpoint

Remarks: 	
· Care has to be taken that riders follow the correct arrows. Riders with blue bibs and numbers between 150 -179 follow the black No. 2 arrows straight ahead when arriving, while riders with blue bibs and numbers from 180 onwards and all riders with green bibs follow the blue No. 3 and green No 4 arrows up the hill. However, riders are told to look out for the arrows by themselves and that they should not expect help at a checkpoint.

· First group of riders to arrive will be riders in green bibs (40 and 50 km riders), having left the ride base at 7:00 h and following green no. 4 arrows. This group will have gone through completely, before 20 and 30 km riders arrive. 

· First 30 km riders will arrive about half an hour earlier than the first 20 km riders, but there will be an overlap of the two groups, as fast 20 km riders will likely catch and overtake slow 30 km riders.

· The checkpoint can be dismantled once the last rider has gone through. This will likely be a rider with a blue bib. Before leaving, please, verify with ride base that this is the case. Verify also with the keeper at Gate 9 (if possible) that nobody is still to come.

Description of easiest way back to base:
· follow Blue Range Road downwards and continue straight at the next intersection, where black arrows turn right; this is the intersection with One Stick Road; follow One Stick Road by turning left up the hill at the next intersection (at an open space where track straight ahead is blocked by a gate) and then following the formed road straight (north) through all intersections until you get to the point where there are markers again; follow the markers home
· However, if a rider is in strive, call the rescue float by contacting the ride base!
Remarks: 	
· Checkpoint can be accessed most easily by driving up Blue Range Road from Brindabella Road and turning left at the intersection with One Stick Road. Water bins for the horses will indicate the position of the checkpoint.
· On Saturday, only 30 km riders will go through this checkpoint. They will have to follow the blue No. 3 markers down Blue Range Road, turning left when they come down the hill.
· On Sunday, two groups of riders, separated by a gap in time of possibly about 2 hours, will go through this checkpoint: 40/50 km riders with green bibs will go through first. They have to be sent up Blue Range Road to the right. The second group, the 30 km riders with blue bibs, will have to turn to the left down Blue Range Road.
· Care has to be taken that riders follow the correct arrows, although they will have been told to watch out for themselves.
· The checkpoint cannot be abandoned temporarily after the 40/50 km riders have gone through and while you wait for the next lot of riders to arrive. Since the next 8.5 km are the most difficult of the ride due to having to climb up Blue Range Road, it is important to remain at the checkpoint in case a rider turns back or calls a rescue float by calling the ride base or notifying the person manning the water point on top of Blue Range Road. 
· The checkpoint can be taken down shortly after the last rider with a blue bib has gone through (by then all riders of the first group should have reached the next checkpoint). Please, verify that it was the last rider. Follow arrows to Gate 5 to ensure all riders have arrived and gone through there so that a contact point is still available on course, in case a rider turns back. Leave area via East West Road and Brindabella Road

· The 10, 20 and 30 km riders as well as riders doing Leg 2 of the 50 km ride (later in the day only) come down One Stick Road.
· The checkpoint can be packed up immediately when the last rider has gone through, as there is only a short distance remaining to the ride base.
